The Week That Was—KS1

Year R: This week Reception have been learning about the celebrations of Baptism and
Diwali. We learnt about what happens at a Baptism and the key symbols that are used
to welcome the baby into God's family, such as the holy water and the oil. We also de-
signed our own baptism candle using our favourite colours. We then listened to stories
about how families prepare for and celebrate Diwali, we made rangoli patterns, decorat-
ed diya lamps and created our own mehndi patterns using different mark making tools.
In Literacy, we read a story called "The world needs the wonder you see" and drew pic-
tures of our favourite 'wonders' from the story, then used our Fred talk to write labels
for our pictures.

Year 1: Year 1 had a good week to finish off this half term. We have reflected upon our
Creation and Covenant RE lessons and continued to focus on how it is our responsibility
to look after God's beautiful world. We have been using colourful semantics to write
sentences and have consolidated our learning about part whole models in maths. We
also took part in a really exciting Bollywood dance themed workshop.

Well done Year 1 on a brilliant first half term. Enjoy the well-deserved break!

Year 2: Year 2 are still learning about Baptism in RE we have been talking about the spe-
cial symbols that represent Baptism and why might children get Baptised. Some of the
children also got to show their knowledge this week about what we have been learning
and it was amazing to see all the information from our RE so far this year. We have been
doing our big writes in English this week where the children have written a journey story
about a character of their choosing and it is amazing to see the work they have pro-
duced. They have done an experiment this week in Science where we looked at different
materials in nappies and we cut them open to see all the different materials inside. It
has been another amazing week in Year 2 where we have achieved so much! Keep up
the good work Year 2 and enjoy a lovely half term.




The Week That Was—KS2

Year 3: This week, we have been living out the Go-Forth Mission by joining in with the Mark10Mission
Rosary, taking time to reflect on how we show our faith through prayer and by spending quiet mo-
ments with God. In Art, we explored prehistoric creativity by creating our own handprints on a cave
wall, just like early humans. In Maths, we have been subtracting 3-digit numbers across 10 and using
counters to help us understand and visualise the process more clearly. In RE, we reflected on all our
learning so far and thought about the many ways we can thank God for His wonderful creations. Geog-
raphy was so much fun this week as we created our own biomes and thought about the different cli-
mates, plants and animals that live in them.

Year 4: Year 4 have had a busy last week of half term! In RE we started to look forward to our next
Branch of learning by exploring the story of Joseph. We heard the story of Joseph and thought about
how he lived out the virtues of Faith, Hope and Love. In English we used our homework research about
a person who inspires us to write a biography about their life. We applied the skills we learnt in our
imitation and invention phases. In maths we have been finding the equivalent difference between
numbers and learning our square times tables number facts. In Geography we went on a big Route 66
road trip. We discovered the states and cities the route goes through, researched a city and added our
research to a big class map and identified the physical features and human features along Route 66. In
computing we learnt the features of a website and how to share things online - thinking about who
owns the content on websites.

Year 5: In RE this week, the class used their home learning to support their work about virtues. The
class were excellent in their understanding of a virtue and we focused on the cardinal virtues. These
are ones that we can grow ourselves and this can lead to living a happier and holier life. In Maths, the
children have been learning about factors and common factors in the multiplication and division unit.
In English, it is BIG write week and so children have been using next steps from their previous write
and applying it to this weeks write. | am looking forward to reading the information texts in half term.
We have finished off Rooftoppers - the children enjoyed this book thoroughly and would recommend
any other books written by Katherine Rundell. She is an excellent author of fun and adventure.

Year 6: Firstly, | have to mention our unforgettable trip to PGL, where every child showed remarkable
resilience and enthusiasm. From high ropes to canoeing, they embraced every challenge with courage
and teamwork. | am incredibly proud of how they represented our school — true ambassadors in eve-
ry sense! Back in the classroom, our RE lessons have taken a fascinating turn as we explored the lives
and contributions of Catholic scientists. We've been discussing how faith and science can work hand in
hand, and how they complement rather than contradict each other. The children engaged thoughtfully
with this topic, asking insightful questions and making meaningful connections. In Geography, we
wrapped up our half-term learning with a creative twist — stop motion animation! Using their
knowledge from the past few weeks, the children created animations that brought all their learning
about the Amazon to life. It was a brilliant way to showcase their understanding and creativity. | hope
everyone enjoys a well-deserved rest over the half-term break!

BE OPEN AND HONEST

Children appreciate honesty, particularly if you are having to share information
or talk about a difficult subject. For example, you may be talking about death or
loss; ‘It's very sad that Nana has died’ or ‘I feel sad that Nana has died”. How you
talk about a subject will differ depend theirageand

Talking about death to a younger child for example will be different to
that of an older teen, as their i and undi di f death is different.

KNOW WHEN TO SEEKHELP

Assess the severity of the mental health difficulty you are noticing. Is the difficulty
making it hard for your child to function regularly throughout everyday life? How
frequently is your child affected, how long does it last and how persistent is it? Are
they having problems controlling the difficulty? Talk to your child about your
concerns and that itis likely they will need further support beyond family and friends.

Children often worry about things that we, as adults, might see as
trivial or silly. However, for them at their age and stage itis a big
concern and they need our kindness and care when they show

their vulnerability and share their worries.

Teens particularly feel that by talking about their worries or concerns that this
will make things worse. Reassure your child that you will discuss a plan of action
together and what may or may not need to happen next. If they are a younger
child, itis likely you will need to lead the conversation and explain next steps.
